Over 10 countries have evinced
interest in housing IITs: Pradhan

| Union Minister for Educa-
tion, Skill Development
and Entrepreneurship
Dharmendra Pradhan said
here on Saturday that over
10 countries have evinced
an interest in housing an
Indian Institute of Technol-
ogy (IIT).

“Diplomatic issues are
involved for opening IITs
in foreign countries. The
process of addressing
them has begun. I am con-
fident that in the next two
years, some countries will
have campuses of our IIT
in their places,” he told re-
porters at a press confe-
rence at the National Insti-

tute of Technology -
Karnataka (NIT-K),
Surathkal.

Stating that the new de-
velopment is the recogni-
tion of India’s technology

and knowledge power, the
Union Minister said the IIT
is now a big reassuring
brand.

“It has set a standard for
technology and educa-
tion,” he said.

Expressing satisfaction
in the progress made in the
implementation of the Na-
tional Education Policy -
2020, Mr. Pradhan said all
State governments, univer-

sities, and even private
players in education are
working in their own verti-
cals in implementation of
NEP.

“The entire country is in
a momentum mode (in the
implementation of NEP),”
he said. At the federal le-
vel, his Ministry was taking
confidence of all bodies in
NEP implementation, he
added.

The Minister said that it
is a challenge to have engi-
neering, medical, law, and
other professional courses
in regional languages. But
a beginning has been
made.

The All-India Council
for Technical Education, as
part of development of En-
gineering curriculum in re-
gional languages, has so far
developed curriculum for
two years of engineering
course in eight regional
languages, including Kan-
nada. The Madhya Pradesh
government on Friday re-
leased curriculum of MBBS
course in Hindi. “ It is un-
folding and it will take
some time to have the en-
tire content in local lan-
guages,” Mr. Pradhan said
and reiterated the Central
government’s stand of giv-
ing primacy to all regional
languages, including Hin-
di.
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
